From the Headteacher

I do not have the room to thank individually everyone who has made this year so successful, but collectively my
gratitude goes to all of my colleagues, the PTFA, the two Dioceses and all those who have come into school to help
our students, in whatever capacity that may have been. Lastly | would like to thank you parents for your continuing
support, without which we could not carry out our mission.

Summary of Kirkland Rowell Survey Findings July 201 0

It is good to report that the vast majority of students, parents and staff value St Bede’s highly and feel that it is
improving.

The evaluation of our performance correlated closely with our own self-evaluation and so some of the issues raised
are already part of our plans for the coming year.

The areas particularly singled out for praise were: Areas that need developing included:
Supportive ethos - Consistency of homework
Caring attitude of the staff - Teaching quality in some areas
RE - Promoting healthy lifestyle
Facilities - Facilitating community involvement
SEN provision - PSHE

Celebrating achievement
Developing moral values

There were many helpful comments submitted by all three groups of respondents, but it was interesting to note that
some of the concerns raised by several individuals were not reflected in the overall responses from the whole
community. This does not mean we do not take such comments seriously, however; we will do our best to address
as many as we can.

Actions that have already been put in place:

Our PSHE programme has been redesigned for next year.

We are launching our Outreach programme to improve the quality and frequency of our engagement with
our communities, especially here in Cambridge.

We have in place a comprehensive staff development programme for 2010-11 focusing on improving
teaching quality

This last point is a key one for St Bede’s. All three groups had teaching quality as the most important priority for the
school. We achieve results that are significantly above the national performance of similar schools each year, but
our goal is more than just outstanding exam results. We all know that, vital though exam results are, the education
of our children is about far more than just grades. As professionals, we must keep challenging ourselves to improve,
and as parents we would ask for your support in raising the aspirations of our students. What | have also said to our
students is that they play a central role in enabling teaching to improve. Classes will only see the best that their
teachers can do if they allow them to teach: this means students must take responsibility for their own effort and
behaviour and work in partnership with teachers. It is not enough to be passive consumers and critics, each student
must play an active part in their own learning.

Armed with this valuable information, | look forward to the academic year 2010-11 and the further improvements we
can all make together to St Bede's.




Carnegie Shadowing Reading Group

Once again our Carnegie Shadowing group enjoyed weeks of intensive reading and lively
debate as we shadowed the prestigious Carnegie Medal from the day of the shortlist
announcement in April to the announcement of the winning book on 24" June. Thirty-five
students from Years 7 to 10 read the eight shortlisted titles, and met once a week in the
Resource Centre to debate the merits of the books against a set of judging criteria, such as
quality of plot, characterisation and writing style.

Ten students had the privilege of joining with other school groups at Bassingbourn Village College for the
celebration day on 24" June, while the rest of the group enjoyed two modules off timetable to test their knowledge
of the books through quizzes and discussion, aided by the traditional treat of bowls of jelly babies! “Rowan the
Strange” by Julie Hearn was voted by our students as their top choice, closely followed by “Fever Crumb” by Phillip
Reeve and “Nation” by Terry Pratchett. The Carnegie Medal this year was awarded to “The Graveyard Book” by
Neil Gaiman. Some student comments below:

“It was a fun experience and a wild journey of which | was happy to be a part of. |
loved the jelly babies.

“It was good to interact with people from different year groups. | think that there should be longer sessions, more
jelly babies and cakes!”

Specialism Update

In the first week of June 103 Year 9 students accompanied by 9 staff spent a week in Holland and Belgium
focussing on young peoples’ experiences of war. Students spent two days in Belgium looking at the experiences of
soldiers during World War 1 and two days in Holland with a day in Amsterdam.

There were a number of highlights to the visit. Two students — Elizabeth Back and Kieran Moran - laid a wreath at
the Menin Gate as part of the Last Post ceremony. Students walked through the trenches to discover what it would
have been like going to the frontline. Our own service at Tyne Cot where students led prayers and shared their
reflections and thoughts was very moving, as was seeing all of the students writing their own personal message on
a cross of remembrance and leaving it as a memorial. Students were inspired by their visit to the Anne Frank house
and a realisation of how her experiences can still affect us today. Students also enjoyed visits to windmills, cheese
and clog factories and a chocolate factory.

In the last couple of weeks 97 Year 8 students accompanied by 9 staff made a 4 day visit to Liverpool to look at the

diversity and regeneration of this famous city. Students were inspired by their visits
to both the Anglican and Catholic Cathedrals and absorbed by their visits to
Princes Road synagogue and Al-Rahma mosque. The experience of being able to
ask questions directly to representatives of both of these religions and have them
answered honestly and with humour was highly beneficial, The emphasis put by all
of the faiths on the respect each has for the other and the need to, and the benefits
of them, working together also came across strongly to everyone. Highlights for
most were the visits to the Beatles Story learning about the Fab Four, a tour of
Anfield stadium and a ride on the Liverpool wheel — just like the London Eye.

Our main enrichment event of the term was the Key Stage 3 Humanities Day on
Friday 2" July. Entitled ‘Building Bridges not Walls’ the focus was on the importance of tolerance within, and an
understanding of the diversity of, communities. Events and activities were themed around the Middle East. The day
was introduced by Sue Ward, the RE Advisor for Cambridgeshire, who gave a thought provoking presentation.
Students then worked in different groups on a variety of tasks. They looked at the life and work of our partner school
on the West Bank using ICT, they were introduced to some basic Hebrew and
Arabic by post-graduate students from the University of Cambridge. They tried
some Arabic drumming, dance or story telling in Arts workshops and then
reflected on what this meant to them personally in RE led workshops. At the
end, groups of students demonstrated what they had learnt to everyone who
had been involved in the day. A big thank you goes to all staff who helped
organise/ supervise events throughout the day.

Our main community event of the term was the Year 5 Humanities Day on Wednesday 30" June. 190 students from
6 local schools attended this event — our largest number ever. This took the same theme as the KS3 Humanities
Day - ‘Building Bridges not Walls’ - and the same focus, but events and activities were altered to meet the needs of
these students. Throughout the day they were looked after by a team of Yr 9 students who were viewed as
excellent ambassadors for the school. Feedback has been very positive with comments on the warmth and inviting



nature of the school and the politeness and friendliness of older students to younger ones. All expressed a desire to
participate in such an activity again. Again many thanks to all staff who helped make the day happen.

The worship band and the junior choir have both successfully completed their
programme of visits to our partner primary schools this term and again the feedback
has been excellent. Many thanks to Pippa Bell, Bob Chappell and Suzanne Barton for
the work they have put in to make these events a
success.

As a result of last term’s Year 7 Fairtrade work, one of

the snack ideas generated by the students was
entered in the national competition. The team from St Bede’s won the competition
and on 20" July all of Year 7 had the opportunity to follow up this work with
Tradecraft and well as the Year 7’s receiving their prizes.

Maths

On Friday 18" June Year 9 met Enigma!! The day was about Codes in a historical context initially and then different
types of codes. In the first hour, the whole of Year 9 was in the Hall for the introductory session taken by James
Grime from the Millennium project at the University. Taking this day into schools is a major part of his work and he
goes to two or three schools a week. He was just back from Hong Kong where a school had paid for him to go all
the way out there to deliver the day!! He was brilliant in the Hall with Year 9 — you could have heard a pin drop!

Students asked and answered questions and we all enjoyed it. Seeing a real Enigma machine ‘in the flesh’ was a
privilege. Mr Grime explained how it worked and why its design was so clever and the messages so difficult to
crack. We heard about the work at Bletchley Park and GCHQ and he pointed out that code cracking is a job still
done today and still vital.

During the rest of the day every student attended a workshop where they used the skills learnt in the morning to
crack different codes for themselves. All four workshop sessions of an hour each had a good working atmosphere.
There was a real ‘buzz’ in the year group and feedback from students was very positive. James was very
complimentary about our students who proved themselves to be great ambassadors for the school.

Our Year 8's Thinking Skills Day takes place this week. Every student will attend a 90 minute workshop in the Gym
where they will be challenged to work in teams and solve as many puzzles and problems as they can. It should be
very lively and interesting and | am sure Year 8 will have a great time.

From January to May we ran a weekly after school class for able Year 11s, for those focusing on achieving an A*
but also for those planning to study Maths A level. The curriculum for the group was aimed to bridge the gap
between GCSE and A level, and the idea originally came from a few past students who suggested it would be a
good idea. We sent out a questionnaire to students afterwards and all the feedback on this was very positive.

We have continued to run our usual range of extra activities such as our once a term G&T Saturday Maths club and
lots of revision classes for Year 11 groups after school over the last two terms. My thanks to my staff without whom
a lot of this could not have taken place.

Intermediate Maths Challenge

Last term saw our 'Intermediate’ mathematicians participate in the Intermediate Maths Challenge. This term it was
the turn of our year 7's and 8's. Thirty-six pupils took part, twenty-five of whom were awarded certificates, which is
a fantastic achievement. Congratulations go to Esther Leonard, who not only received the 'best score in St Bede's'
and a Gold certificate, but was also invited to participate in the next round, the Junior Maths Olympiad. No mean
feat!

We have seen many new faces join us bringing both fresh
voices and a variety of instruments. The quality of the music that we have produced has gone from strength to
strength. However our focus has not been on performance but rather in leading worship. As well as taking part in
the dedication service for the new buildings, the School Carol Service and various special assemblies in School, we
have visited several of our feeder primary schools where our students have presented assemblies containing
songs, readings, prayers and drama. They themselves have taken much of the responsibility for this. Not only
have they been ambassadors for the School, they have been excellent ambassadors for Christ and the Gospel.

It has been a real privilege to work with the group, and we look forward to next year with anticipation.

Design Technology News

We are thrilled to announce that Navina Rajan, a talented Year 10

student, has won the first prize in a national (and prestigious)
