Charities Update

We have had two highly successful charities events this term: two concerts performed by Watoto
Children’s Choir from Uganda, and Charities Morning. The Watoto Children’s Choir, made up of children
cared for by the charity, ranged in age from 7 to 14 years. These are children who have lost one or both
parents to sickness or conflict. They performed a short concert in
the afternoon for St Bede's students, and a full length one in the
evening for the public. Everyone was impressed by the liveliness of
the dancing and singing and the powerful witness to God of the
children. It is a pleasure to report that £1,485 was raised and 6
child sponsorships were begun.

June the 24™ saw this year's Charities Morning. A bustling and
well-supported event, this resulted in cheques for £250 being sent
to Great Ormond Street Hospital, The Retinitis Pigmentosa
Society, UNICEF and CLIC Sargent. Stalls ranged from Fairground
Games through sweets, cakes and chocolate to ‘Guess the name
of the Teddy'.

During the year we have raised £4,960.24 for 16 charities, sent over a hundred gift-packed shoeboxes to
eastern Europe, and sent food and other goods to Jimmy’s Night Shelter. What a wonderful achievement!
Many thanks for all your support. Next year we plan to raise money for our newly established link school
in Uganda, Kabango Primary School in Masindi. This link will run alongside the existing partnership with a
school in the Holy Land.

Religious Education

We have been very busy during this summer term with top set Year 9, and all of Years 10 and 11 sitting
various modular GSCE RE external exams. Our top set Year 10 are the first to complete their
accelerated GCSE and are now having introductory lessons for the OCR AS level philosophy and ethics
course. The AS course will officially commence in the autumn term of 2011, and students will work
towards two summer external exams in 2012. The choice of sitting these exams will depend on
individual student progress with their other GSCE subjects next year.

This past year has been very productive and successful both for the school and the RE department, and
we are hoping all of the hard work from both students and staff will be reflected in excellent GCSE results
this summer.

During the next academic year, we will be concentrating on enrichment activities for students in RE
involving trips and guest speakers to the school. We will also continue to work closely with our Chaplain
and chaplaincy team to ensure that all students are able to experience both an academic and spiritual
dimension to their personal faith journey.

Special Needs News

In June, Mrs Richardson was awarded the Postgraduate Certificate of
Professional Study by the University of Cambridge for SEN Coordination.
She has now undertaken a further course of study with OCR, the Level 5
Certificate, teaching learners with specific learning difficulties (dyslexia).
This course will last for a year and enable Mrs Richardson to broaden her
knowledge and experience which she will then be able pass on to
colleagues both at St Bede's and surrounding schools. This is Masters
Level study aimed at enhancing the already outstanding (OFSTED)
provision of the department.




We are also proud to celebrate the achievements, both academic and pastoral, of all our students this
year, especially those who received prizes at Presentation Evening. The Paired Reading s|cheme for this
year has recently ended with 22 Year 10’s being awarded certificates for their participation. As usual, the
Year 7's have benefited from the experience: ‘I enjoyed paired reading.

Holland and Belgium Trip

In the first week of June, 116 Year 8 students (accompanied by staff) spent a week in Belgium and
Holland, focussing on young peoples’ experiences of war. This is the largest ever residential trip
undertaken by St Bede’s school, and was a resounding success.

On our first evening, two students; Alex Holland and Peter Flach (both
of whom had family connections to the First World War and the area
around Ypres) laid a wreath at the Menin Gate as part of the Last Post
ceremony. Students visited a variety of memorial sites including Talbot
House in Poperinge, where they discovered the work the Army
chaplaincy did to support soldiers during the war. They also visited the
original trenches at Sanctuary Wood and Tyne Cot cemetery where
students had the opportunity to write their own personal message on a
cross of remembrance to leave as a memorial.

Our own service at St George’s Church, Ypres,
organised by Mrs Pittaway and Mr Chappell, where
students led prayers and shared their reflections and
thoughts, was very moving. Students also participated in
a workshop on the life of Anne Frank, followed by a tour
of the Secret Annex where she hid for over 2 years.
There was also an opportunity to experience some
Dutch culture with visits to windmills, a canal tour of
Amsterdam and a visit to a cheese and clog factory.

D&T Textiles Technology

This year, for the first time, we
entered a competition held by the College of West Anglia to design an outfit
suitable to be worn at Ladies’ Day at Royal Ascot. Each design had to show
both front and back views of a garment, with possible choices of fabrics
included as well as suitable accessories. The competition was open to
students aged between 11 and 16 years old.

We were very pleased that the entry by Freya Williams, Year 9, was amongst
the top 10 of all the entries. She was invited to the Fashion Challenge Event
to receive her certificate. Freya's design was a kimono style dress with a print
based on the Sakura blossom, and coordinating fascinator to complete the
outfit.

Our annual summer Music concert delighted a packed house once more, with over 80 students
showcasing the variety of vocal and instrumental talents we have here at St Bede’s. Our thanks as
always go to Miss Bell for putting together such a varied programme for the evening, which covered
everything from 12-bar blues to samba rhythms via Star Wars and Lloyd-Webber.

The same week also saw the annual Art Exhibition take place, which offered parents the opportunity to
come and witness the results of their child’s endeavours over two years of GCSE. Four of our students’
work has also been selected to be displayed in the Mall Gallery in London as part of the National
Students’ Art Exhibition. With entry to this competition extended to over 3,500 schools across the UK, we
are delighted once again to be represented by our students’ work. Congratulations to Francesca
Fielding, Clare Lyon, Jessica Adaszkiewicz and Hannah Springall.

West Indian cricket legend Sir Garfield (Garry) Sobers, who came
to deliver a talk to some of the school’s budding cricket hopefuls.
The world-famous all-rounder and Wisden ‘Cricketer of the
Century’ was on hand as part of a tour organised to publicise the
International Schools Cricket Tournament which bears his name.
Sir Garry took the opportunity to talk to students about the
tournament, as well as fielding questions from them about his
career as a professional cricketer, which spanned 20 years and

saw him Captain of both his country and the Rest of the World
team.

Mr Druce, Head of PE, said the visit was an exciting coup for the pupils: “We're incredibly proud to have
someone like Sir Garry visit us. To meet someone who has been such an inspiration and see the
students hanging on his every word, was a fantastic experience.”

Student Daniel Collinson was equally impressed by the visit, saying: “I couldn’t believe that | was in the
same room as one of my Dad’s cricketing heroes. He was just such a legend.”

The visit was all the more special for one of our students though, with twelve year-old Michael Cowdrey
having his own special connection to Sir Garry. Michael’s grandfather, Sir Colin Cowdrey, not only faced
Sir Garry as captain of England, but also batted with him when they played together for the
Commonwealth Team.

The afternoon concluded with a photo and autograph session, enabling students the chance to grab their
own little souvenir from one of cricket’s finest.

Sports Report

Cricket (Under 14's, Lord Taverner’'s Cup v The Leys School)

After a great opening game of the season, knocking Soham VC out of the Lord Taverner's Cup, St
Bede’s had the difficult task of facing The Leys School. St Bede’s started brightly with Dan Collinson
blowing away the top order with some impressive swing bowling, leaving The Leys in trouble at 12-2. The
team continued to frustrate the batsmen who struggled to get the ball away. However, a strong
partnership steered them from trouble and an impressive last 10 overs pushed the score up to a par 175
from 30 overs. Needing a strong start, Adam Brighty (7) and lan Donald (9) both found boundaries early
on, but two identical LBW decisions sent them both back to the pavilion early on.

Michael Cowdrey (66NO) then came to the crease under real pressure to rebuild the innings. With the
wickets of Connor Campbell (7), Freddie Nickolds (10) and Dan Maund (6) tumbling around him, he
played beautifully and demonstrated maturity well beyond his years. Good lower order partnerships with
Ted Hughes (8) and Patrick Maund (11NO) left St Bede’s requiring 21 off the final 3 overs. Excellent
bowling in the two penultimate overs left the boys a challenging target of 13 of the last over.
Heartbreakingly, the Under 14’s came up 1 run short, but were involved in an incredible game of cricket,
with nothing between the sides. This performance demonstrated what a talented crop of the players this
school has and shows that cricket at St Bede’s has a bright future with which to move forward.

Up next in the calendar was a 30-over game against a competitive Sawston team littered with County and
District players. St Bede’s won the toss and decided to bat on their adopted home ground at Parker’s
Piece. The opening pair got off to the worst possible start after Adam Brighty (0) was run out in the first
over by his Captain, lan Donald. In came Connor Campbell, his number 3 slot under pressure after a run
of low scores. The pair built a terrific partnership before lan Donald holed out to mid-on for a quick fire 46.
Connor Campbell went on to score his first 50 for the school and, together with Freddie Nickolds (13),
increased the run rate with some exciting fireworks. The Year 7’'s continued to have a rough afternoon
with the bat as both Michael Cowdrey and Dan Maund joined Adam Brighty with Ducks. The lower order
tail again wagged for St Bede’s who finally finished on 172 after 30 overs.

Dan Collinson (5-24-3) once again opened the bowling and again failed to disappoint. He removed the
two openers in his first over, assisted by two fantastic catches by CJ Lewis and Dan Maund. St Bede’s
ripped through the middle order with wickets from Freddie Nickolds (5-18-2) and Josh Wilson (3-15-2),
leaving Sawston hanging on after 20 overs for 58-8. With Sawston’s number 3 batsman playing
extremely well and a useful 50 partnership lower down the order, they finally finished 50 runs short on a
respectable 122 leaving St Bede’s comfortable winners.

Their penultimate game of the season was played in the beautiful setting of St John’s College. The track
was a low scoring wicket with variable bounce, making it difficult conditions for the batsmen. After being
put into bat, Adam Brighty (2) fell early with a cruel delivery that kept low and sent his stumps flying.
Frustrated, Connor Campbell fell soon after playing across the line to a straight one. Stand-in opener
Michael Cowdrey (16) and Dan Maund (26) responded brilliantly to guide the team from danger and built
a solid foundation from which to push on from in the last 10 overs. Freddie Nickolds (14) and Patrick
Maund (12) were then given the freedom to open up and the team posted a competitive total of 103 for
the home side to chase.

Due to unforeseen circumstances, St Bede’s had to field with 10 men making the task of defending a
modest total even harder. A mix up in the second over removed one of their openers by run out. A 50
partnership then steadied the ship. St John’s were well up with the run rate and the fielding team
struggling to make a break through. A brilliant bowling change by deputising Captain Freddie Nickolds
brought a quick secession of wickets for Ted Hughes (3-10-3) removing the number 2, 3 and 5 batsmen.
Dan Collinson (4-11-1) and James Freeman (1-11-1) and two more run outs added additional wickets
and collectively the bowlers stunted the run chase. Apart from a few sloppy overs in the latter half of the
innings, the home side never looked like threatening the target, and St Bede’s eventually won by 8 runs.
A great game by both teams and the rematch next year will be eagerly anticipated.

St Bede’s conclude their season against local rivals Netherhall on the final week of term and are hoping
for victory to finish off a fantastic start for the school in hard ball cricket.
